Through this program, hunters can bring deer to meat processing facilities across the commonwealth.  Once processed, the venison is then distributed to soup kitchens and food shelves throughout the state.  Last year Kentucky Hunters for the Hungry processed and distributed 180,000 pounds of meat, or roughly 720,000 meals!  But more people need our help.
