Santa, Smanta…Hey, Honey, how about this for Christmas!

O.k., o.k.., before everyone goes crazy about this being the first time anything having to do with Christmas is brought in front of their eyes (hey, if the Kmarts and Targets of the world can start in October, why can’t we?) let me just pass on that old farmer’s saying, “seeds planted early ensure the greatest harvest!” Or in this case, a Christmas present.

Earlier this month, I received the new Cabela’s 2004 Christmas catalog and felt compelled to do what all good-natured sportsmen would do at that point…sit down in a comfortable chair with an inviting adult beverage and peruse the offerings! 

No doubt there are many “necessary” gifts awaiting my list, but none intrigued me as much as a new one that seemed to be a cross between Dick Tracy and Bill Dance. The item is called the SmartCast Wireless Sonar by Hummingbird. It is basically a wireless, portable fishfinder. In short, it is a product comprised of a wristwatch device that monitors the wireless readings from the Remote Sonar Sensor. The Remote Sonar Sensor is tied to a fishing line and which is then cast out to your potential honey hole. The Sensor will relay back to the wristwatch the depth of the water as well as indication icons of any fish in that area of the water. Basically, this is a portable, depth and fishfinder that can be used without the need for a boat. There are two “reading” units. One has a 100 foot range (which can be attached to any 3/8” to 1/2“rod. The other, the wristwatch, has a range of 75 feet on a 48 x 32 pixel display and it operates on a small watch battery. The maximum reading depth is 100 feet. There are remote sensors for an additional $19.99 that will allow you to use two sensors in the same area of water. The unit sells for $89.99. So let’s start those Christmas lists!

Did You Know? : How to Earn the KDFWR Trophy/Master Angler Award
It is likely that most folks out there are not aware that the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife offers a unique angling honors program. The program is intended solely for the benefit of anglers who fish Kentucky waters, in recognition of trophy fish caught by legal hook and line sport fishing methods, and the gathering of research data for the KDFWR. Below are the details of the program:

GENERAL ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS:

1. Applications must be submitted within 60 days after each catch. 

2. A clear, identifiable photograph of the fish (side view) taken with the angler is required with each application. 

3. The KDFWR retains the right to make final decisions regarding authenticity, qualifications and acceptance of an application for award. 

4. The KDFWR also reserves the privilege of adding/deleting species to/from the trophy list and/or altering the minimum size requirements at any time to improve the quality or equitability of the program. 

5. Angler must possess a valid resident or non-resident Kentucky fishing license. Persons exempt from license may give SS# on application. 

6. Fish must be taken by sport fishing methods using handheld pole and hook & line only. Catches using trotlines, setlines, and jug lines are not eligible. 

7. Fish from pay lakes, hatcheries or taken from commercial propagation facilities are not eligible. 

8. Only those species of fish and their respective minimum lengths included in the eligibility list are eligible. 

TROPHY FISH AWARD:

A certificate of merit and decal will be awarded to each angler meeting the above requirements. There is no limit on the number of Trophy Fish Awards an angler may receive.

MASTER ANGLER AWARD:

1. Any three (3) different species of trophy status caught by the same angler makes the angler eligible for the Master Angler Award. 

2. Upon verification of the third trophy species, the angler will receive the Master Angler Award plaque, a certificate of merit, and a Master Angler decal depicting three fish. The certificate will state what three species were caught, size of each fish and designate the individual as a Master Angler in Kentucky. Species submitted for any Master Angler Award may not be duplicated. 

3. There is no time limit in which the three different species must be caught, provided each catch has been documented/registered as a trophy fish with the KDFWR. 

4. There is no limit of Master Angler Awards an angler may receive. 

ANNUAL AWARDS:

1. Annual awards will be presented to those anglers who catch the longest trophy fish of each species. These awards will consist of a plaque designating the fish species, size and date. 

2. Annual awards will be presented in both Senior and Junior divisions for each species. Junior Division consists of those persons under age 16 at the time the fish was caught. Senior Division consists of anglers 16 and older. 

3. In the event of a tie, duplicate awards will be presented. 

4. There is no limit on the number of annual awards an angler may receive. 

5. The annual awards for January 1 to December 31 of the current year.
