53 Legislative Bills Introduced in Kentucky’s Legislature this Session

The current Kentucky legislative session has had fifty three Bills introduced that could potentially affect our hunting and fishing opportunities or the outdoors in general. For those of you who have computer access an excellent summary of all these bills can be found at the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources’ website at: http://www.kdfwr.state.ky.us/06legupdate.asp. As we all should know (as it was reported in last month’s ‘Creeker gazette) House Bill 129 was essentially defeated in its original form that it had been introduced, however, there is a sensible compromise that has been worked out among the various groups of interest. A good number of ‘Creekers were in attendance at the Kentucky state Capitol to show support for the defeat of HB129 as the picture below shows.
However, there are a number of other Bills that you should probably take a look at just so if there is anything you have a particular interest in, that you can write or call your representative about to either to ask them to either support or ask to have them vote against. These include Bills such as: 
§ HB 289---Makes computer hunting illegal; 
§ HB 376---Includes Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources law enforcement officers in Kentucky Law Enforcement Foundation Program Fund (KLEFPF); this bill was discussed at the last Third District meeting with all out District’s CO present, and they were looking for our support of that Bill; 
§ HB 398---Defines farmland for the purposes of hunting and trapping as 10 acres or more; 
§ HB 414--- Provides that a short-term fishing license may be issued to residents as well as nonresidents and deletes hunting preserves licenses provisions; 
§ HB 608---Create a new section of KRS Chapter 150 to establish the conditions under which a person may buy or sell live coyotes; amend KRS 150.990 to establish penalties for persons who violate any provisions relating to the buying or selling of live coyotes; 
§ HB 632---Amend KRS 148.021 to prohibit the Department of Parks from charging boat launching fees at public boat ramps; create a new section of KRS Chapter 150 to prohibit the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources from charging boat launching fees at public boat ramps; 
§ SB 148---Requires the county clerk to request from each applicant for registration of a motor vehicle a donation of $2 to promote hunger relief; require the fee to be paid to the county clerk and transmitted to the Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources to be used in accordance with KRS 150.015; 
§ SB 211---Create new section of KRS Chapter 150 to provide that a deer hunter may use a crossbow for 10 days beginning on the Monday after Thanksgiving and during any season when a firearm is used to take deer; provide that a wild turkey hunter may use a crossbow for 10 days beginning on the Monday after Thanksgiving and during any season when a firearm may be used to take wild turkey; 
§ SB 230---Creates a captive cervid holding permit; require Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources to promulgate administrative regulations relating to the permit within sixty days that are no more restrictive than the regulation currently in place other than the modifications required by this act; specify that the department has thirty days to act on a permit application; allow containment fence to be placed on the property line; allow permittee to expand his or her facility without requiring a new permit; allow permittee to transfer his or her permit after notifying the department; 

§ HCR 13---Urge the Fish and Wildlife Commission to extend the crossbow season for deer and turkey; and, 

§ SCR 34---Establishes a Hunting Land Task Force. These are some of the more important and/or controversial Bills that have or had been introduced.

Reminder---Time to Buy New Fishing, Hunting Licenses

Kentucky Department of Fish & Wildlife Resources---Frankfort, KY - The recent warm weather gets an angler’s blood stirring. In the haste to get on the water during these first warm days of March, it’s easy to forget Kentucky’s 2005 fishing and hunting license year ended Feb. 28. 

Remember to purchase your 2006 license before you go fishing this spring. You can buy fishing or hunting licenses at more than 1,000 outlets across Kentucky. Most outdoor sporting goods stores carry licenses, as do most large discount stores that carry hunting or fishing equipment. You may also purchase fishing or hunting licenses at your county clerk’s office.

One of the easiest ways to purchase your license is by picking up the phone and calling toll-free 1-877-598-2401. You may also log onto the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources’ web page at fw.ky.gov and click on the yellow box marked “Purchase Licenses Here" or click here.

You will be issued a confirmation number when you purchase your hunting or fishing license by phone or internet. It is a good idea to write the confirmation number in numerous locations in case you lose it. Keep a business or index card in your wallet with the confirmation number written on it. You must have the confirmation number on your person when you are engaged in hunting or fishing along with photo identification such as a driver’s license.

If you like to turkey hunt, deer hunt and fish, the best deal going is the Sportsman’s License. For $80, you get a combination hunting and fishing license, statewide deer permit, all spring and fall turkey permits, the state waterfowl permit and a trout permit. You save $37.50 by buying the sportsman’s license instead of purchasing each of these licenses and permits individually.

Don’t forget to purchase your new licenses before fishing or turkey hunting this spring. Licenses purchased this year are good through Feb. 28, 2007.
