Whereas Kentucky has invested millions of dollars and countless hours of time developing trophy levels of elk deer, turkey and bear and
Whereas  the continued visibility and existence of such trophy elk, deer, turkey and bear is essential to the tourist trade, through sportsmen and non-sportsmen alike and 
Whereas  such trophy elk, deer, turkey and bear also attract those who take such trophy animals by illegal means not as sportsmen but as criminals that do this for illegal profit and 

Wherefore the current penalty provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes fail to provide sufficient deterrent to those who concentrate on the illegal taking of trophy animals. 
 Now Therefore be it hereby resolved that the League of Kentucky Sportsmen call upon the Kentucky Department of Fish and Wildlife Resources to recommend to the Kentucky General Assembly that a statute be enacted that will provide for increased penalties for the illegal taking of trophy elk, deer, turkey and bear.
