Knob Creek Machine Gun Shoot---October 14th, 15th & 16th
Knob Creek will have their semi-annual machine gun shoot on October 14th through the 16th. Knob Creek is located in West Point, Kentucky approximately one mile off of Dixie Highway on Highway 44. Their actual address is: 690 Ritchey Lane, West Point, Kentucky. 40177.  Knob Creek’s phone number is (502) 922-4457. General admission for Adults is $10.00 a day. For children under age 15, the admission is $4.00 a day. Camping at Knob Creek Gun Range is offered on a first come first serve basis and is pro-rated.  
Those arriving Sunday, Monday, Tuesday, or Wednesday will pay $50.00 per person, campers setting up Thursday will pay $40.00 per person, campers setting up Friday will pay $30.00 per person and campers setting up Saturday will pay $20.00 per person. Campers under 18 are free if accompanied by their parents. Be advised there are no electric or water hookups, however Port-A- Pots are available. Machine gun and flamethrower rentals are available Friday, Saturday and Sunday (check web site below for specific day’s availability). Open shooting is allowed on the lower range. The price is FREE per person for a single relay of 90 minutes (due to spring floods). Individuals should report to the range early for squading. The shooting of tracers will be allowed weather permitting. Information packets for the Assault Rifle Match, Old Military Bolt Action Rifle Match, KCR Open Subgun Match, KPDL Practical Pistol Match & KCR Shotgun, Pistol, Subgun Match are available from Knob Creek web site at: http://www.machinegunshoot.com/index.html. Hearing and eye protection are strongly recommended and available.
